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Researchers have identified three distinct
types of Usher syndrome, differing from
each other in the severity of the hearing
loss, the age at which the hearing loss and
vision loss occur, and the presence or
absence of a balance problem. The three
types of Usher syndrome are called Usher
syndrome type I (Usher I), Usher syn-
drome type II (Usher II), and Usher
syndrome type III (Usher III).
